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— Summary —
A Study on the Word, ‘Kad3eni’ spoken in the Dialects of Jeju-Do
Kim, Hong Sik

1)° One word spoken in the dialects of Jeju-Do, ‘Kadges i’ is composed of the stem, ‘Kac’ plus
the compound morpheme with the suffix “ap’ and ©’. The suffix -ag ’ changes into ‘-9’ with
the umlaut caused by the vowel i.

2) The stem ‘Kac’ is not autonomous but etymologically is. It is the etymological stem. The
‘modem. form, ‘Kadgi’ is derived from the stem ‘Kac’. It is the secondary derived stem. The ex-
amination of the stem ‘Kac’ in the dialects of Jeju-Do makes us that the dialects have the old
form of the 15th century, when it’s not divided into the low level of language.

8) The basic form of the first suffix ‘ep’is - 9 *. This word is made in the way of combining
‘R+0°’. The [-g] suffixing phenomenon very often occurs in the dialects of Jeju-Do and provides
us much materials and various variants.

This word-making method is also extremely common in the old Turkish language, especially
in the dialects of Jeju-Do the phenomenon frequently occurs. Thus, the word-making method
has very important meaning even from the comparative point of view.

4) The vowel 4’ is the suffix derived from the noun. The derivation with the suffix i is the
commonest word-making method. This process maybe began before the middle Korean.

The phenomena occurred in the dialects of Jeju-Do is similar to that of the mid dialects
as a whole. It is unique that the low level of the 15th century language is still preserved partially.
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
