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Comparative Study on the Development of Motor Abilities

between Korean and Japanese Students

Summ ary

The purpose of this investigation was to make a comparison in selected motor ability variables between Korean

and Japanese students.

Cross-sectional data of motor ability excuted by Korea Amateur Sports Association and Ministry of Physical
Education (1982), and Japanease Monbusho’s data were' compared for each motor ability domain.

In comparison of motor ability sub-domain between Koran and Japanese students, Korean students were superior
in explosive strength, muscular strength and flexibility to those of Japanese students. In case of Japanese students,
muscular strength and ability domain were superior to those of Korean students. But cardio-respiratory endurance
ability domain was similar between Korean and Japanese students.
