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Summary

Educational Implication of Erikson's Personality Development Theory
Ko Mvoug-kyou

The purpose of this study is to probe the educational guiding plan useful to labor for the
desirable development of children and young people through controlling the social rela-
tionship affecting the personality development suggested by Erikson.

The followings are the educational guiding plan as each stage ;

1) The period of preschool

(1) It will have to let children experience and play as freely as possible, to encourage the
development of their autonomy.

(2) It will have to give them opportunities to explore and experiment, and stimulate their
initiative by answering properly their questions.

2) The period of primary school

(1) When the children do their works hard, their parents should be patient and praise
them and internalize their sense of industry.

(2) The children should not be compared with or cope with their classmates not to make
them have the feeling of inadequacy and of inferiority.

(3) Teachers should give educational conmsideration to the children to experience the
feeling of success and delight, through their achievements which are to be shared
among the children as their various social roles.

3) The period of secondary school

(1) Teachers should make the young students understand that physical appearance is not
the only precondition that determines the life, and let them have the physical
security.

(2) Teachers should make the young students seek for the occupational possibilities, in
order to see ‘which they should choose.

(3) Teachers should acknowledge the students personally and praise their achievement. in

order to make them have their inner self—esteem.
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
