Uberdies mug der Mensch selbst fiir das Resultat seiner Téatigkeit Verantwortung tragen,
denn er hat seibstandig seine Tétigkeit gewahit.

Der Mensch ist ein In- Situation- Sein, weil das Wahlen eines Ziels gerade die Freiheit
bedeutet, durch die der Mensch der Sich-Selbest und das An-Sich-Sein der Gegenwart
verneint.

Das menschliche Wesen sollte derjenige sein, der die Verantwortund fiir die weit und
seine gegenwartige Situation tragt, sofern der Mensch durch seine freiwillige Téatigkeit

seine eigene Situation schafft.
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
