Das ist die Grundlage des Seins
werdens. Das Sein ist die radikaale Méglichkeit des Nichts, so besteht nach Sartre die
Sponteneitat des Bewuptseins, die sich auf der menschlich Ebene als Freiheit zu

Entscheidung und Handiung bestimmt, in dem Bewugtsein-Nichts als Angst.
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
