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Summary

Comparative Study of Teaching English Language
and English Literature in Korea and Japan

— With Emphasia on University Curricula—

Kim Soo-jong

This paper aims at introducing certain improvements in the Korean Universities’ Genral
I'reshman English and the Major Course in English Education by examining and analyzing
curricula of Japanese Universities.

The results of the camparisons between the two curricula are as follows;

1. Students in Japanese Universities are required to take 240 lecture hours in General
FFreshman English. but Korean students take 144 lecture hours of the same.

2. Comparing the average class size, there are about 20 students in English classes in
lapanese Universities, while in Korean Universities the class size differs very much with
no fixed limit.

3. Students of the College of Education must take their teacher education courses as
compulsorary subjects, and so they don't take enough specialization subjects in comparison to
teacher education subjects. Therefore. for the sake of being good teachers, it is necessary for
them to take further courses for graduation, like the students College of Law and College
of Medicine.

4. Compared with Korean Universities, Japanese Universities have a small number of
Compulsory Specialization subjects but they open various chosen subjects in order to give a
wider scope of choice to the students.

5. The great difference between the two curricula is that the graduation thesis is admitted
for many points in the Japanese University while it 1s not in the Korean University. It 1s
desirable for students to take the required subject corresponding to the graduation thesis or
exam in Korea.

As 1 have mentioned the two curricula of Japan and Korea. it is necessary for the Ministry
of Education and school authorities to establish a long-term and consistent educational policy

in order to carry out efficient English education.
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
