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Aristoteles indicated that the final aim of life is not goodness for
goodness, but happiness, and brings the problem of human idea up around
us. He doesn't seek happiness from outers like social condition, honor,
wealth, but he shows that the condition of happiness is in inners. Then he
shows the way of the most essential human idea, that is, the way of
happiness is that human shows his talents well and has his virtue .

This virtue is divided two. One having intelligence is intellectual virtue,
the other having good nature is ethical virtue K Intellectual virtue aims at the
climax, but good nature is the middle path to aims at the middle. The mid-
dle is said to as the point which is considered and selected appropriately
several conditions of situations like balance and moderation,

One hand, Aristoteles doesn't deal with neglectfully public and social virtue
by demanding the only individual virtue, Good society is righteous society
