Dictogloss 1s a relatively recent procedure in language teaching. It
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borrows a little from traditional dictation (hence part of its name) but in
fact is quite distinct from dictation in both procedure and objectives. In
dictogloss, a short text is read at normal speed to a class of learners
who jot down familiar words as they listen. At the end of the dictation
stage, most learners have only a small number of isolated words (or
fragments) which together make up a very incohesive, 'battered text'. In
small groups, the students then pool their resources to reconstruct their
version of the original text. In the final stage the various versions that
the students have produced are subjected to close analysis and
comparison. Through both the task of reconstruction and the following
error analysis, students refine their understanding of the language they

have used.

How to Improve Writing Skills

through Dictogloss Activities
- With Special Reference to Middle School Students-—

Today the ultimate aim of English education is developing communicative
competence of learners by improving listening, speaking, reading and writing
integratively. But The writing skills have been given the lowest priority among
English language skills in chalkfaces.

The purpose of this study is to show how English writing skills of middle
school students can be improved through Dictogloss activities.

Dictogloss activities are different from other writing activities which students
have been taught. They are student-centered, in that students can work in
groups.

To practically investigate whether Dictogloss activities will improve middle
school students' English writing skills, three hypotheses are set: (1) Experimental
group will improve their writing skills more than the control group. (2)
Dictogloss activities will give students more opportunities to acquire grammar in
context. (3) The experimental group will show higher interest and confidence
than the control group in learning English and writing skills.

For this study, the experiment was carried out for 14 weeks, from the second
week of April to the third of July 2007. Eighty-eight students were selected as

subjects of this study and then they were divided into two groups, experimental

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and control groups. Experimental group (44students) had Dictogloss activities
while the control group didn't.

To examine hypothesis 1, both groups took free composition test with the
same title. The results of two groups' free composition test showed that
experimental group got higher scores than control group did. To prove the
effectiveness for the betterment of English writing skills, their scores were
statistically analysed using an authentic statistic program, t—test. It was proved
that Dictogloss activities were very meaningful learning tools to improve middle
school students' English writing skills.

To examine hypothesis 2, students' writings were analysed. It was shown that
students wrote stories using their grammatical competence. To examine
hypothesis 3, students were asked to fill out a questionnaire about the attitude
toward learning English. The survey showed us that students had a positive
attitude toward Dictogloss writing activities and it also showed us that students
thought Dictogloss activities were a good way to improve their writing skills.

To conclude, Dictogloss is a meaningful learning tool to improve middle school
students' English writing skills and to make students have a positive attitude
toward English learning. Dictogloss activities are a way to improve students'
other communicative skills as well as their writing skills.

With the successful effects of Dictogloss in English teaching, however,
teachers should prepare the teaching materials and plan the lesson throughly. If
teachers keep studying about Dictogloss and try to use it in class, it can be a
very useful way improve students' communicative competence as well as English

writing skills.
