Model
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English education must change. Presently, our English education has
continuously improved in leaps and bounds for the past few years. The typical
example is that we have put more emphasis on the role of a speaker, as an
actor of language and on the cultivation of the thinking process in which the
language is recognized as a living form by enlivening it to serve an active role
while trying to introduce more professional, more intensified and various theories
into English learning.

teaching—learning theory using audio—visual materials had drawn some attention
and right now we have something further advanced like e—learning that enables
us more easily and effectively to use these audio—visual educational materials.
From being able to enhance the learning effectiveness with an aid of
audio—visual materials applying the concept of e—learning, to move one step
further, we could apply the simple rule to be better organized in order:
WHO(students, teachers, parents, the whole community they are involved with),
WHAT (any type of offline and/or online materials that would help you teach or
study), WHEN (anytime since we can be connected to each other no matter how
long since we have Internet), WHERE(anywhere no space limited), HOW(any
type of teaching or learning methods that would help those who involved),
WHY (the ultimate goal here is not just to improve how to teach! but how to
learn more effectively and smarter). Based on this concept , we would be able
to encourage multi—dimensional interactions among teachers, students, and
parents by encouraging them to participate more actively and let everyone play
each role in the learning environment. No matter how much you know and how
long you have studied, if you do not use them to improve your communication in
the right way and in the right place, nothing would get us anywhere we desire
to reach. How you study and how much progress you can make can vary
depending on what each learner has got to use, whether natural or acquired,
towards the study. Overall, it is better to start as early as possible and to use
the right method that comes with it especially in learning a language other than
mother tongue as studying the language and practicing it can be two different
things. We should be able to compromise these both factors to make the best
result of teaching or learning English! At this point, we will need an English
learning model that we accommodate with the best conditions to learn a language
and steer every student in the right direction. To do this, we should change our

thinking that classroom is the only major way to teach our students. Wherever
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there are those who are willing to teach and willing to learn, we can create a
class anytime anywhere since we have this new capability and the cyber space
that is benefited to us. Cyber space can be a good way to be practicing what
you teach in class or what you learn from a class. Therefore, the purpose of
this study is to suggest a way how to improve time and space—limited English
class environment and enhance the theory—oriented teaching method. So this
paper will focus on English learning model that adapts the method that combines
Socrates Ideas with online e—learning environment that would best fit to our
students. First, this paper will look at educational changes that the English
education environment we need. And secondly, I will talk about Socrates
argument on teaching and some other theories that I could adapt to my
e—learning English study model later on. These will include Dewey's learning
behavioral theory which is based on his constitutionalism. These ideas put an
equal emphasis on a role of those who involved in English education and even
more emphasis especially on a role of a student that would make these theories
really work. At the end, there will be presented the English learning model that
consists of collocation exercises and reading activities. As a conclusion, this
ONLINE-ENHANCED English learning model will look to becoming an
constructive way of teaching English communication that would be able to
support and/or substitute the ongoing offline learning environment. For being able
to be put into a good use or acting out what we learn, we will have to look at a
Internet for its capabilities to do so. Internet is called a sea of information.
Everyday a tremendous amount of information comes out from all over the
places in our ever growing society we live in. It is much easier and faster to do
any research and/to find any information we want especially the stuff that would
be a benefit to our English education. Textbooks are not good enough to
stimulate or encourage our students to learn. The English class is divided into

two steps, first you learn the sounds, vocabularies and verbs because we believe
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these would help us speak the language eventually. In doing so, the problem
rises that a learner's participation is very limited and unnatural making student
feel bored at times which also doesn't demand any cognitive thinking. In right
here if we are able to provide our students with the environment that has more
stuff they can look and more opportunities they actually practice as they learn.
