Minimal sculpture based on formalism originated with the American Fine art
world (circles) under the influence of the art gestalt-phychology and the

Minimal Sculpture shows aestheticistical deposition and, with a firm attitude
and a strong coherence, Minimal sculpture tries to construct a new domain of
sculpture, Such an endeavor is estimated in high achievement at the
contemporary art after abstract expressionism, Without internal connection,
minimal sculpture is reductive art which shows cubical form objects, a stable
and single form, successive structures and technically refined beauty.

Formative Characterics in the minimal sculpture are summarized in seveal
ways in accordance with the change of formation, First, Minimal sculpture is

a restorative and structual formative-art, In other words, minimal sculpture

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make it possible to approch an object directly by a prior purity consciousness,
Second, minimal sculpture reduces handy work to the minium by the
introduction of ‘Ready-made”. Namely minimal sculpture start off with con-
cern over the thing-in-itself and achieves their purposes by means of a min-
imal unit. Third, Minimal sculpture made relation with conventional painting.
In other words minimal sculpturs would intend to overcome ‘Iflusion” by the
introduction of a mono-cubical body that is “Real form”. Forth minimal
sculpturs concentrate their concern on “‘On-the-spot” and temporal nature. In
other words, minimal sculpters intended to pass the limit of sculpture and to
guarantee autonomy by both the introduction of new art ienre “Happening”
and emphisis on temporality againt permanence,

To synthesize this study, minimal sculpture is characterized by strictness,
non-individuality, And minimal sculpture emphsises on situational character,
visuality and temporality by the arrangement of basic units by means of a
mathematical concept. In a word, mimimal sculpture is the sculpture of
