The purpose of this study is to examine the effects of reading ability and
interest by using a teaching methods of English reading through phonics and
english storybooks to elementary school fifth grade students.

The subjects of this study were forty two students of fifth grade class in
"N" elementary school in Jeju City Jeju special province South Korea. I divided
them into the experimental group and the controlled group. Since they were
grouped according to the result from pre-test and pre—surveys, I assume that
each group members were in similar level. An investigation was then made
into the subjects’ reading ability, interests and opinions about the experimental
lesson.

For the experimental group, I applied the teaching methods of English
reading through phonics and English storybooks. the controlled group, I

proceeded the class with the textbook only. I tested a result of the experiment
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by examined the two groups reading ability and interest of students after
6-week experiments.

The results of the study were follows.

First, all students’ interests changed positively after experimental teaching.

Second, the teaching method of English reading through phonics and English
storybooks was effective in improving students’ reading ability.

The above-mentioned findings suggest that it would be desirable promote
the reading ability of students and design a better balanced teaching model.
The balanced reading instructional model and activities suggested in this study
are just one of the many possible and effective methods. It is hoped that the
importance of balanced reading instruction in elementary schools to begin
English reading should be recognized and that further studies should be

conducted on balanced reading instruction.
