The Possibility of Achievement Motivation
in a Problem Family in the Case of Sons And Lovers*

D. H. Lawrence is recounting his own early family problems in Sons and
Lovers, one of his representative works. His early life from childhood to adult and
his family environment are vividly described in detail by the name of Paul, who
may well be regarded as Lawrence’'s own projection. For all the conflicts and
difficulties that he had to be confronted with in his youth, Lawrence managed to
grow up to become a master in the English literary history in the 20th century.

In Sons and Lovers, we can find that lots of negative elements in Paul's
family environment are acting as stunning blows to this susceptible mind. The
conflicts between Mr. and Mrs. Morel assume the more complicated aspects for
their different social origins. Mr. Morel has vitality as a working man but is not

able to see beyond the world of materialistic and egocentric desires, while Mrs.

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Morel, born and educated in a middle-class family, wants to get out of that
narrow world of Bestwood. But having no specific means to achieve her dream,
she comes to hate her hushand and applies all her means to her beloved children.

This thesis aims to make sure the possibility of whether or not these negative
elements can cause Achievement Motivation of a character in fiction. In addition,
by portraying troubled marriage and its influence on the children in Sons and
Lovers we can recognize the importance of healthy marital relationship and
parent—children relationship.

What Lawrence emphasizes is the importance of parents’ role in the children’s
development. From the point of this view, this thesis discussed the positive role of
negative elements in a problem family. In consequence, first, Mrs. Morel's sad
disillusionment to her husband increases the expectation and affection to her
children. And Paul’s hatred to his father deepens his love to his mother. Second,
thwarted-feeling family members who have no hope except for Mrs. Morel
internalize her sense of value and middle-class way of life based on temperance
and integrity. Third, Paul’s conflict between his lovers and Mrs. Morel increases
the significance of his personal love experience.

Although there is a saying: ‘A problem child comes from a problem family.’
if someone endeavors to solve the difficult problems with a positive posture and if
someone utilizes such the difficulties as a chance of self-discipline, sometimes such

negative milieu as a problem family may well act as a positive element.
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
