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and the model of teaching plan using Storytelling was presented.

Third, the learning effectiveness with the application of the devised
teaching procedure was found, and the results were suggested.

This study was carried out with one class of 25 students who are in
the 3rd grade in A elementary school, and was put 16 hours in the
experiment. With due regard to students’ English ability, 6 stories were
selected. Some activities, like bookmaking and role play with doll and
puppet were used to help them understand the stories and improve
English listening and speaking skills.

The results of this study were investigated by the listening and
speaking test and summarized as follows:

First, it was showed that the students made a good and positive
response to English teaching and learning through Storytelling. The 9295
of students in this experiment showed that learning English through
Storytelling was helpful, and 84% of-them wanted to take part in this
kind of English class.

Second, English listening and speaking skills of them were improved
through the related activities of Storytelling, like bookmaking and role
play.

Third, listening to the repeated stories and retelling their own books
helped the students memorize the stories and have a positive attitude
for English learning. So, they took part more actively in English class
through Storytelling than in text book-oriented teaching class.

In conclusion, the English teaching method through Storytelling not
only enhances students’ interest in English language but contributes to

the advancement of their listening and speaking ability.
