This thesis attempts to analyze how Huck’s mental maturity
evolved while he traveled down the Mississippl and experienced
such absurdities as hypocrisy, falsehood. and prejudice.

Hypocrisy was shown through the behaviors of the judge who
tried to help Huck’s father., Pap who lived a fast life, widow
Douglas who asked Huck to completely stop smoking even
though she enjoyed and indulged in snuff herself, and Miss.

Watson who emphasized unconditional good conduct to others

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but tried to trade her own slave. Jim. Hypocrisy was also
shown in the Grandgerford family’s hypocritical life style, the
disguised interior decorations of their house, and the attitudes
of a crowd to Boggs’'s murder case in Arkansaw.

Falsehood related to religion was revealed through Miss.
Watson's christianity. She said if Huck prayed everyday. he
could get everything, but he recognized easily how her words
were unreal and unreasonable. King and Duck’s behaviors also
showed the false aspects. These swindlers made money by
deceiving the good people at riverside town by various
speeches, plays. and sermons and by trying to snatch Mary
Jane’s inheritance from her sisters.

Prejudice was shown through the attitudes of Huck and Pap
who treated black people only as slaves. Huck recognized that
he treated Jim as a slave, although he thought of him as his
friend while traveling together. Pap was also the man who was
a racist against the blacks. Even though he lived a miserable
and terrible life. he still despised the black people who tried to
live a respectable life, and he believed that whites was forever
the owners of blacks.

Huck couldn’t reject moral conscience from the bottom of his
heart while he experienced such aspects of hypocrisy, falsehood,
and prejudice in the society. Through the moral conscience he
felt. Huck mentally matured: as a result of it, he knows how

to deal with the world and how to live in the society which is
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full of hypocrisy, falsehood., and prejudice. He will get stronger
against those absurdities and become a mature social being

with reality. courage, and justice.
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
