The Power and the Glory can be thought as an anti-Catholic novel in terms of insisting
the uselessness of the Catholic priest’s inherent rights of parden.

The nameless drunkard, Whisky priest, is far from the holy Catholic priest.

He is rather one of the ordinary sinners. Encountering many people who have his mirror
image, he realizes his true self.

He was insensible to pain and was lost as an English dentist, Mr. Tench. He didn’t
realize the importance of love as the Lieutenant. And he was also a coward as Padre José
who obeyed the national policy and kept a marriage life, still having uneasiness and
conflict.

He was a sly man as Mestizo who betrayed God. He had no courage to confront the real
life as the Fellows and had an arrogant character as uninnocent Coral.

While the Whisky priest is pursued by the Lieutenant who is a representative of the
secular power, he is confronted by many of the painful situations.

Getting through the human difficulties, the Whisky priest sees what he really was, and
feels he, being one of the sinners, does not qualify as a priest.

In several episodes of the work, we find the Whisky priest feel his uselessness and
unimportance in which what author says to us is that human being as one of the same

sinners cannot save man's life.
