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Summary

The Writer’s Changing Attitude to the Sin in The Scarlet Letter

Nathaniel Hawthorne (1804-1864) was a famous writer in American Renaissance in
19 century, whose thought of the sin was much represented in his masterpiece, The
Scarlet Letter.

His view of the sin is drawn from his duality of a Romantic artist and Puritan and
from these common part the Unpardonable Sin comes out. Hawthorne gave a definition
to the Unpardonable Sin in his notebook in 1844 which is symbolized by introducing
Roger Chillingworth in the Scarlet Letter.

In first part, Hawthorne says Chillingworth’s sin which violates God’s will and
human soul cannot be pardonable. But this sin is forgiven by Hawthorne’s God as does
Pearl rescue the sinful souls of Dimmesdale’s and Hester’s. God is a human existence
whe has a hearted love and the father for all human beings.

In the result, the Unpardonable Sin of Chillingworth’s is forgiven through Dim-
mescale by Hawthorne in the last scene. This change means that the inheritance and
morals handed down from his ancestors get discolored and transformed by the Roman-
tic disposition as an artist.

According to this fact, the Unpardonable Sin which Hawthorne defined in 1844
comes to change to the Pardonable Sin when The Scarlet Letter was finished in 1850.
We then conclude that Hawthorne's attitude to the Sin had been transformed through
seven years, from 1844 to 1850.
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
