This thesis aims at examining how to improve communicative competence of
elementary school students through using sensory plays. In order to develop their
communicative skills, this study suggests a new model for teaching and learning
English, what is called, sensory play-centered model, and applies it to teaching

English learners in elementary school.

ChapterI deals with some background to sensory plays in teaching and learning
English. The meanings of sensory plays are briefly studied from the various view
points including the developmental aspects of young learners, sensory learning,

physical and active charactenstics of children, affective and emotional factors.

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Chapterlll presents 5 types of sensory plays suitable for elementary school, with

their meanings respectively.

Chapter IV analyzes the games and plays presented in English textbooks that are
used in Korean elementary school, and finds out how much of the sensory plays

is included in the textbooks.

Chapter V suggests a new model for teaching and learning sensory plays that
are effectively applicable to teaching English in elementary school. In what
follows, the background to sensory play centered teaching, some general
consideration of teaching and learning sensory plays, steps of teaching and
learning sensory plays, the model for teaching and learning sensory plays and

English teaching plan for sensory plays shall be appropriately looked at.

Chapter VI analyzes the student’s reaction to teaching English by sensory plays
after the writer have made students answer the questionnaire about what they
have been thinking of learning sensory plays by the writer. The results of
questionnaire show that they have become more interested in sensory plays and
that learning sensory plays has greatly helped them improve their English
listening and speaking skills,

To conclude, teaching English in elementary school by using sensory plays gives
the young English leammers much interest and strong confidence in learning
English, and strengthens their communicative skills of using English. Therefore,
elementary school teachers should teach sensory plays, as has been argued in this

thesis, in order to develop the students’ communicative competence.
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
