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Summary

A study on the Modernization of Orange Marketing

Ko, Sung-Bum

The aims of this thesis are to conside a long-term circulation settlement couterplan of
Cheju-Do orange which has entered mass-production phase, and to grope for the
rationalization and modernization of orange circulation. The problems of orange
distribution process are as follows :

First, The principal fruits such as orange, apple, pear, grape, persimmon are shipped at
the same time from September to April next year. This affects the formation of orange
price in the keen competition.

Second, The system selling of cooperative union of orange is extremely poor. The cause
are: (1) Immediate cash payment when selling orange to the general merchant(2)
Reduction of seeling cost(3) poor producet’s (81.2)% less than 1ha desire for cash payment
in hawasting season and (4) Evading a long distance selling due to the rich and the
complexity of selling channels, excess oif expenditure, uncertainty of selling cost. Third,
selling promotion activities of orange ought to be necessarily activated. Though there are
several promotion activities for selling Cheju orange, like orange girl contest, orange
cooking meeting, and the study on the improvement of utilization for the increase of
orange consumption, these are not enough.

Forth, Physical distribution systems for oranges such as orange packing, trade units
problem, transpotation and storage are poor.

Fifth, The distribution cost of Cheju oranges are excessive due to separation between
the producting place and market place, the defect of storage facilities and the shipping in
blood in a short term.

To solve the problems mentioned above the fallowing might be suggested with a strong

emphasis on the modernization,

1} The long-term merchandising plan of orange should be examined in two ways: (i)

It is necessary to develop the king of orange, and to improve the quality orange.



(i) It is necessary and to lengthen the harvesting seascn and to lengthen the
consuming term by developing the various finished goods.

2) In tensification and up-bringing of the function of the system selling organization of
cooperative union are necessary.

And by doing so the forstering and the improvement of agricaltural cooperative
union and orange cooperative union can go far toward the rationalization and
modernization of orange circulation.

3. We should promote the rationalization and modernization of orange circulation
through tne policy supplying a rational and strict standard of grade to heighten the
commercial value of orange by improving the problems of orange examination.

4) A planned advertising activities such as TV ads, News paper ads, and direct mail ads
should be carried out in order to maximise the possible way of promotion and the
creation of a trademark should be considered seriously.

The creation of a trademark should meet the following requirements i) the
subdivision of region ii) grading iii) the creation of a trademark according to grading
iv) patting the price of grade according to a trademark.

5) The storage capacity of orange from Cheju, which has for the most part quick
-storage facilities, remained only 27.70% of produets in 1985. Therefore this demands
that demands that storage facilities which converge into Cheju spread out to the
center of circulation region.

Orange processing forms about 10% of annual products, but it depends upon the
private cooperation.

In case of America and Japan. the cooperative union manage directly the processing
factories. so raises the processing rate. By this method, goods under the regular
grades could raise the commercialization, which comes into being in large quantities
according to the increase of orange products to continue in the future.

Especially the exports of prcessing goods, seasonal enlargement of demand by leng
thening the term of consuming orange, will contribute on the rationalization and
modernization of orange circulation.

6 The intensification of counter plot on the pressure of orange import opening is
necessay.

For the purpose of this following are suggested as the efficient counterplot. (i)
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building up orange farmhouse in scale. (ii) Seasonal control of imported orange. (iii)
Elastic application of import tariff rates. (iv) Enlargements of processing facilities
and processing goods. (v) Qualitative improvement of orange.

In addition, the minimization of influence of orange import and synthetic counterplot
to the international competitive power will contribute to trhe dealing with import
pressure of various kinds of oranges and to the rationalization and modernization of

orange cirulation.
