Recently our society requires students to demonstrate skills and knowledge
by engaging in a complex performance, creating a significant product, or
accomplishing a complex task using higher order-thinking, problem solving,
and creativity.

To assess the students who are needed in these days, teachers have to
change the old ways of the testing into new ones. Multiple choice tests can
not evaluate higher-level thinking. Process is as important as product and the
students’ self-explanation of how they are developed, changed, or created is
as important as the product. I believe that evaluation must be an integral part
of instruction

In this thesis, I discussed some characteristic and types of performance
assessment. I also examined the effective testing ways as teaching-learning

processes using the students-centered methods which are required in the 7th

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national curriculum of English in Korea.

I suggested that evaluation criteria should be subdivided according to the
contents of teaching-learning materials, the testing situations and the
performing tasks. I devised the English learners’ listening skills as three
levels (high, mid, and low) and the speaking, writing, and reading skills as
five levels (1, 2, 3, 4, 5) and applied them in the English classroom.

In particular, I suggested in this paper some authentic assessment as a
teaching-learning process, including the ways of assessing the integrated skills
for measuring communication abilities. To assess the listening skill of the
English learners, I proposed some ways of performance assessment such as
listening and performing actions, listening and drawing, listening and guessing,
listening and inferring and listening and transferring information. To assess
speaking abilities, I used picture-cued description, oral report, story retelling.
Another techniques, read and guess, read and predict, read and infer, read and
check were used to assess for the reading abilities of the students . To
effectively test writing skills, this study made of use of generating writing
samples, to fill out forms, picture description, controlled writing and free
writing. For testing the integrated skills of the learners, the teachers can use
such types as oral interview, role play, simulation, filling information-gap and

opinion-gap, debates and c-test.
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
