A Study on the Occupational and Marital Satisfaction

of the Married Female Teachers.

The purposes of this study are to examine factors that influence the occupational
and marital satisfaction of married female teachers, and to analyze the relationship
between the occupational and marital satisfaction.

The questionnaire was taken to married female teachers who were working in 38
middle schools and 27 high schools in Chejudo. The 543 questionnaires were
collected. The data were analyzed by using Microsoft Excel 50 and SPSS PC+
program. One-way ANOVA, Duncan’s Multiple Range Test, Pearson’s Correlation
and Simple Linear Regression Analysis were used for data analysis.

The “Index of Employees’ Occupational Scale Measurement” was used to
measure the Occupational Satisfaction Level. The Marntal Satisfaction Level was
measured, based on the “Marital Satisfaction Scale” by Bowden.

The result of this study is as follows ;

The age of married female teacher and her husband. married vears, the number
of preschool children, and the married female teacher's professional goals were
significantly related to occupational satisfaction. But marriage type, the number of

children, income, family type. working years, husband’'s support. husband’s occupation,

and household supporter were not related to her occupational satisfaction.

The factors such as working years, married vears, professional goals, husband’s
support significantly related to her marital satisfaction, but the age of married
female teacher and her husband, marriage type, income, husband occupation, the
number of children, the number of preschool children, family type and household
supporter were not related to her marital satisfaction.

Occupational satisfaction was significantly related to marital satisfaction(r=0.468,
p<0.0001). The simple regression model was able to account for 22 percent of the

variation in marital satisfaction.
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
