Kin Choon-Soo’s Poetic World and Structure of Metaphor

This thesis attempts to analyze Kim Choon-Soo’s poetry in terms
of it’s structure of metaphor. This purpose is based on the fact
that metaphor is one of the most important elements of poetry and t
he metaphors Kim used vary according to the changes in his poetic
world, which is usually divided into two periods: the first period
of meaning-centered poems and the second period of language-centered
poems (meaningless poems). The results of the analysis are as
follows:

1. In his early poems, which clearly emphasize meaning, Kim moves
from the object-centered poetry of external objects to the
subject-centered poetry of his inner ideas. It seems that this
movement results from the increasement of his conversing desire as
his spirit matures,

2. To examine the metaphoric features of his early poems, the

object-centered poetry adopts epiphor based on similiar entities,
mainly because it is motivated by the desire to imitate objects: on
the other hand, the subject-centered poetry adopts allegory, mainly
because it only uses objects to express an idea. This technical
change of metaphor in his early poems contributes to conveying
meaning.

3. In his late poems, which usually emphasize meaninglessness, Kim
composes language-centered poetry in which he excludes his intention
and reveals only a varient of objects produced by association. To
examine the techniques for meaninglessness in "Cheo-Yong-Dan-Jang,,
section 1 is mainly composed of images, section 2 of rhythms, and
section 3 & 4 of episodes,

4. The main technique in his language-centered poems is diaphor.
The diaphor in his poetry is divided into two types: the complete
diaphor which denies the traditional concept of cause and effect
and the partial diaphor in which the principle of cause and effect
is partially allowed. In the case of the former, it is almost
impossible to read poetic meaning, while, in the case of the latter,
it is possible to understand it

5. Thus, Kim’'s metaphor changes from the epiphor of similar
entities, through the complex metaphor of different entities, to
diaphor. It seems that this technical change of metaphor results
from the change of his vision of value and life. The movement from
the meaning-centered poetry to the language-centered poetry seems to
reflect his conscious efforts to create new meanings of objects
apart from changeable and negative reality. This is also based on
his view of history which uses the principle of repetition rather

than the principle of dialectic development.
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6. The uniqueness of Kim's poetic world lies in the following
artistic experiments in his language-centered poems: the movement to
language and reader- centered poetry away from the contemporary poet
and object-centered poetry: the movement to diaphorical technique
away from epiphorical technique; and the rejection of the
plot-centered theory in which a literary work must be an organic
form based on cause and effect.

In short, Kim’s poetic experiment is in accord with the trend of
contemporary literature in that it centers on the reader rather than
the author, on impersonal distance rather than personal distance,
and on the deconstructive plot rather than the traditional plot.
Accordingly, it may be concluded that Kim's poetry has made a great

contribution to the development of contemporary Korean poetry.
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
