A Comparative Study on the Social Systems
between South Korea and North Korea

With the limited materials, I made an introductory study that compares
north Korea with south Korea in its social system. The comparison may be
summarized in the following categories :

1. Social Structure

The social structure of south Korea is characterized by its authoritarianism.
North Korea, however, shows totalitarianism as its main feature under which
Kim Il-sung's Chuchle ideology goes prior to all evaluation.

2. Social Stratum

In south Korea, social strata are determined according to various criteria ;
furthermore, such strata are seldom, if ever, mandatary. On the other hand,
the community of north Korea is marked by the hierarchical structure of a
rigid status system which resulted from its emphasis on the family line and

party nature.

3. Social Control

South Korea bases its social control on the national law, and thereby guar-
antees the people freedom of life provided that the law is not violated. By
contrast, north Korea keeps civil life under restraint by mobilizing all sorts of
control organs and other surveillant systems.

4. Social Deviation

There has been a marked, even sharp, growth in south Korea's economy. But
the phase of social deviation began to appear as an adverse effect of the rapid
economic development. As for north Korea, such an aspect is due to disaffec-
tion of the people that has been provoked against the cult of personality as
well as the communist policy of reform in humanity.

5. Socialization

Socialization in south Korea is oriented towards cultivating full-fledged
members of society that are of sound, or productive, personality. North Korea
continues to rear a new communist generation as its main group, however.

After all, the Korean peninsula is going far beyond its mere state of the
geographical division. The social homogeneity that an unitary race would show
on the whole is facing serious crisis in this peninsula.

As the comparison proved, it is clear that both sides of the Korean penin-
sula have quite a lot problems. But with respect to the solution of these
problems, south Korea shows promise as contrasted. On the part of north
Korea, contrariwise, the problems which has been effected from the attempts to

secure the Kims' power-descent may be increasingly deepened.
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
