THE EFFECTS OF NORAEBANG CULTURE ONTO
THE YOUTH'S EMOTION AND MUSIC EDUCATION

This research is intended to divert the teaching method in a music
lesson by researching how the popular culture, Noreabang, has an
effect on chastening their emotions during the adolescence, and
approach a comprehensive music education in a new way. The subject
of this research consists of 2,436 middle school students and 1,984 first
or second year high school students who go to school in Seogwipo
city, where are 4 academic and 2 vocational high school. Considering

the level of local culture and music education in school, this research

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can have room for showing a little difference in the emotional feature
and general tendency between Seogwipo city and the whole country.

Based on the above, this research comes to the results like this:

@® The youth go to Noreabang once to 15th a month. This is said to
be the reason why there is no apposite place for their amusement
and they go there to dispel stress.

This shows the youth tend to alleviate their frustration or impulse
there, which is due to be insufficient of their amusement room.

@ This shows that the youth like better Korean popular music in
Noraebang but negatively answer the question whether they choose
the songs included in the schoolbook. Therefore teaching music in the
school needs changing.

® Noraebang is thought of as the place they can mingle with the
older generation. So they answer positively howv the increase of
Noraebang in number has influence on a society, regardless of
generation and sex. They look upon its increase as that of their
amusement room.

@ The 54.7 percentage of the questions are affirmative to the
effects of Noraebang because it helps to dispel their stress and makes
them apply themselves to music. They attribute this to its good
atmosphere. But the rest of the questions, 45.3 percentage, are
answered negatively. For that reason, the following has to be watched
with the keen interest: Though Noraebang helps the youth to release
their stress, it has a bad influence. There are cases where Noraebang

is really misused for the youth’s digressing place, in which they have



a hard drink, smoke, or have connection with the other sex and also
have an undesirable factor that they sing popular songs excessively in
one way. Accordingly, it cannot be denied that Noraebang have bad
influence on music education and the youth’s auditory tissue and
vestibule. Thence, they are encouraged to wuse Noreabang’s
equipments and sound conditioning properly so that music can have
good effects on their health.

Based on the above facts, today music education in school has good
reason to require that the specialists and teachers in music education
have their understanding changed to their wide and that Iits
conditions be wholly changed and put in good order. Many students
are seen not to internalize music value by means of be taught and to
be charmed with popular music through mess media during the
important period in developing their characters. And they also go
through the chaotic culture in music during the emotion of Korean
music being lost. Music teachers might as well show students the way
to form their own creative music culture and to have aesthetic
experience of different genres of music, but not only art music, in a
music lesson as criticize this facts by means of mess media with
thinking of human nature and music essence. In addition, in a music
lesson there has to be an effective teaching-learning activity which
adds the youth’s culture to our current one so that they may not lose

their interests or result in their rejection.
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
