This study attempts to develope a teaching-learning method for improving
elementary school children’s English communication skills through role-play
reconstructed fairy tales. It is generally. agreed that the purpose of English
education in elementary school is to improve communicative competence in
English mainly by developing listening and speaking abilities. Considering the
realistic environment, however, English education in elementary school focuses
on listening rather than speaking so that most children are getting disinterested
in learning English. This means that we need to develop various kinds of
teaching-leamming methods to make English learning more interesting and to
improve English communication competence in elementary school.

The major research tasks for this study are how to make English reole play
discourse from fairy tales, how to apply it to English education in elementary
school, how to device the appropriate teaching-learning model for the effective

role play activities in class, and how to organize and practice the activities in

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class.

In making English role play discourse from fairy tales, this study has
focused on students’ automacy in terms of selecting the kind of fairy tales,
composing the role play discourse, and participating in the activities in class. It
has also focused on learning non-lingual aspects of English communication
such as eye-contact and gestures in addition to lingual expressions.

In order to measure the responses from both students and parents and the
effectiveness of the newly devised teaching-learning method, two instruments
were used: a pre-experiment questionnaire and a post—-experiment questionnaire.

The major findings are as follows:

1) The role play practice by the use of fairy tales is very effective for
improving children’s English communicative competence.

2) Students recognized their learning goals better as they had automacy in
selecting the tales and in participating in the role play.

3) The use of multimedia study aids is helpful in increasing students’
interest in English learning.

4) The role play practice is effective for improving children’s non-lingual

communicative skills like eye-contact and gestures.
