A common means of ‘stretching” the predicate into a multi-word
stucture is the progressive aspect, as we have just seen. Another is the
construction consisting of a verb of general meaning (have, take, give,
etc) followed by an “effected object’. The curt He ate, He smoked, or
He swam can be replaced by He had a meal, He had @ smoke, He had a
swim (cf 7.15). Similarly, the habitual use of the present or past in
He smokes and He smoked can be expressed by an SVC structure : He s,/

was a smoker.'®

The Idiomatic Verbal Phrases of Nominal Comment

The verbal phrase in the pattern of ‘‘Prime verb + (article) + Deverbal noun”’ (e.g. make
an answer, take a walk, have a dream, give a kick, pay attention fo, etc.) stands for the nominal
comment, while the simple verb expression is the verbal comment.

The purpose of this thesis is to analyze the verbal phrases of nominal comment, and
to study the differences with the simple verb expression and to study the formation of
the phrase pattern.

In Chapter II, the category of the “Verbal phrase” pattern, and the role of the elements
in the formation of its meaning and the differences between the two expressions are
studied. The phrasal expression is nearly the same as the simple verb expression
predicatively, but the two expressions are in different comments from each other. On
the meaning of the pattern, “Deverbal noun’’ has most effects and “Prime verb’’ has
few. The differences with the simple verb expression are as followings:

1. Individualization of Movement or Action

2. Specification as a single meaning
3. More idiomatic
4

. Intensity and Conciseness of meaning

In Chapter III, the background of the pattern formation is studied. The Prime verb
has few effects on the meaning of the phrase, but it has very important effects on the
formation of the pattern. Every Prime verb has a kind of functional conception that comes
from its original meaning, and helps the formation of the phrase pattern. The functional
conceptions are the backgrounds of the formation. Prime verb make has the conception
“forming some action,”” fake has the conception “performing a some movement,” have
has the conception “‘holding some action,” give and pay have the conception ‘‘present-
ing some action or movement.”’

In Chapter IV, the Deverbal noun group that has the same Prime verb is defined,
and after comparing the groups one another the phrase formations are described. The
definition on the Deverbal noun group that chooses the same Prime verb is:

1. M-group: Movement or action needful to form or produce.

. T-group: Movement or act given or formed already.

3. H-group: Inner or outer movement, act restricted within oneself.

4. G-group: Action to present with the conception of direction to the same or lower
level.

5. P-group: Inner movement to present, with the conception of direction to the
upper level.

The Chapter V, in conclusion, the ‘Phrasal Expression of Nominal Comment’ should
be considered differently from ‘Simple Verb Expression’ and it should be noticed that
the ‘Verbal Phrase’ is formed under the conceptional rules that come from Prime verb’s

original meanings.
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
