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Summary

Rhetorical Approach into heavenly world of
Myoung -ju Po-wol-ving

The theme of this article is interpreted by the level of work’s structure in an
aspect of the heavenly world to make the existence of heaven more meaningful.
Meanwhile advancing the research, I particularily gave prominence to rhetorical
view, in which the heavenly world is considered mathod to transmit narrative.
The result of research is summarized like these :

1. In the aspect of content structure of the work, the heavenly world as a
real existence has the ontological characteristics which have the function of
criteria for living and of a resource of real norm value.

2. When we interpret the heavenly world in viewpoint of structure
transmitting narrative. It is the rhetorical base to tell readers fictional world
naturally and effectively. and is also considered as deductive principle. The several
situations of the heavenly world having functions as a rhetorical base are
suggestsd as follows.

1:In Myoung- ju Po-wol-ving, the heavenly world is precondition

understanding work , which is sub-rule of surrealistic and transcental
cultural corresponse. So it supports adequacy inner content of work using
unreal elements like transfigure motive and accidents using magic durgs.

and present value-creteria and evaluation views to understand literary world.
So this is possible to be a connotative rule as an implicated control power
which is consistent with the total story of the work.

3: The heavenly world secure the confirmation of framework of characters by
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narrator and of organization of characters by their appearances. And the
based absolute authority given in the heavenly world overcome realistic
paradoxes and unreasons in the framework if characters literily using a
fictional world.

4) The narrator actively involved in the work by having the narrative authority
presented by the heavenly world, and which is the source of supplying the
necessary informations to interpret work. And this is essential for the simple
readers like those in Choson Dynasty easily to have access to literary world,
and it has the role of accumulating vilolent characteristics in work.
Especially, the narrative sense about heavenly world in Saga Novel like
Myoung- ju Po- wol- ving 1S necessary to be a guide by which the process of
accidents is consistent.

510ne of the rhetorical roles of the heavenly world accomplishes unity of
distance, which narrator and readers feel about the literary world
respectively. And then it is possible for reader to accept moral valuation and
emotional attitude as much as narrator of work who project on characters.

3 . The existential aspect of the heavenly world is divided into ontological and

rhetorical bases. One set up metaphysical conceptual system, and the other seek
after literally worldly fame. The methods transmitting narrative which duduces a
story having the interest of narrator, have two meanings in terms of two kinds of
literary structual characters in the heavenly world.

1) When we understand what is splited into two literary sturctual
characteristics in the heavenly world at the level of consciousness of author,
this is the confusion of the sense of world which people should go through
during the transitional period from the times of culture based on God to the
times of worldly culture based on modern material civilization.

2) When the split state oh structure are observed in a view of the history of
literature, the heaven in Myoung- u Po-wol-ving has a meaning of the

world view that realistic conflicts are solved in an unreal way.
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
