A Way of Reading English Short Stories by Scanning

It's vitally important to know how to communicate in English, especially in this
age of globalization. However, it's a little bit hard to practice English in Korea
because Korea is in an EFL environment. In order to improve students’ English
abilities, we should prepare an environment which may be exposed in English. The
best way is to let them read literary works as often as they can. Scanning and other
strategies can be effective in improving students abilities.

However, Students not reading and not liking to read is problematic. It is
simplistic but nevertheless true, that the more students read, the better they become
at it. Reading must be developed, and can only be developed, by means of extensive
and continual practice.

Formal education has a life of its own. For students, it is something that must be
gone through, revolving around fulfilling credit requirements and passing
examinations, rather than the learning of something that one wants or feels a need to
learn. Pedagogical practices also have a life of their own to the extent that they
become divorced from the real needs or goals of the students. Second language
reading classrooms are no exception to this possibility.

The second language reading lesson can avoid being merely an empty ritual -



come to class, read the texts, do the exercises, leave class, return to real life — by
addressing the two aims of students reading a great deal and enjoying reading. But
their satisfaction would be even greater if their students also left their classes
reading and enjoying the process.

English short stories are one of the best reading materials for high school
students in that it has classical value for most readers and its length is usually
appropriate for the limited class. Therefore, this study has selected an English short
story and let students scan the important facts such as character, theme, plot,
atmosphere, setting and improve the reading and the language of English abilities.

The reading text of this study was James Joyce's ”~ Araby”. In order to measure
student’s response and the effectiveness of the newly devised teaching and learning
method, three instruments were used: a pre-experiment evaluation test, a
post—experiment questionnaire and a post—experiment evaluation test.

The major findings are as follows:

1) Students were motivated to read by scanning the essential factors of literary
works.

2) Most students developed their reading abilities by scanning the essential factors
of literary works.

3) Students were motivated to read more English literary works.
