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Abstract

An Effective English Education
Through Cultural Instruction

The purpose of this thesis is to compare and analyze Korean and British—-
American cultures and to discover the similarities and differences between
them, which may be effectively utilized in the Korean English classroom.
This study focuses on examining the deeper levels of the cultures of native
speakers of English and on presenting some devices for teaching cultural
content in order to effectively teach both verbal and nonverbal aspects of
English.

The nonverbal communication of English speakers—the way they express
their ideas, intentions and feelings without words —is an important hidden
dimension of English education because Korean learners of English can
unknowingly communicate messages they do not intend to send. For

example, nonverbal cues, space, body language and eye contact are
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culturally loaded aspects of nonverbal communication among Korean
students.

Cultural differences can also be highlighted by examining verbal
communication in various situations; personal affairs, eating habits, daily
activities and buying things. When English teachers are well informed and
alert to these cultural differences and try to instruct with such a cultural
background, effective teaching of English can be carried out in the Korean
English classroom.

Therefore, to overcome cultural differences and to promote the efficiency
of English education, it is desirable to use the following techniques in the
classroom : Culture Asides, Culture Assimilators, Culture Capsules, Culture
Clusters and other activities.

In culture asides, short explanations on British —-American English culture
are immediately provided when reading relevant passages. In culture
assimilators, students read passages illustrating situations which may
potentially be confusing or be misunderstood by members of American and
Korean cultures. Then they are given problems to solve which evaluate the
degree of their understanding. In culture capsules, the differences between
Korean British-American culture are illustrated with pictures and oral
presentations. In culture clusters, students are provided with three general
culture capsules and they discuss their findings for 30 minutes. Then the
teacher asks questions to summarize students’ findings.

In addition, the use of bulletin boards, simulation games, songs, dances,
newspapers, magazines and other materials relevant to British -American

culture can be effective devices for teaching cultural information.
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In conclusion, keeping in mind that the true sense of English learning is
achieved through understanding the cultural background in which the lan-
guage is uttered, English teachers should make an effort to teach the

contents of British and American cultures.
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
