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{Abstract)

The socialist movement in the U. S. A. originated in the first half of the 19th
century as a political, economic movement based on American egalitarianism. In
the 19th century it was developed with the labor movement, as the central
figure. In the beginning of the 20th century when the Socialist Party of America
was created, both the political movement and the labor movement of the
socialist movement has shaped a considerable power in every crisis of the
American Establishment in the course of mutual complementation and conflict.

The leading ideological type of that movement has changed from the utopian
socialist type to the Marxist-Leninist type, and then from the Marxist-Leninist
to the democratic socialist type.

We can analyze the restictive factors in the U. S. A. though dividing the
socialist movement into external and internal factors focusing on the parties and

groups that were leading that movement in the U. S. A.

1. Political Factors

(1) Factors in the political ideas: eroded location of radicalism by the tradition
of liberalism and populism.

(2) Factors in the political system: handicaps caused by the presidential

government, political party system, election, etc. against minorities.

2. Economic Factors

(1) Factors in the economic system: welfarism introduced through revised
capitalism.

(2) Factors in business fluctations: undeveloped territory with abundant
resources, continuance of prosperity.

(3) Factors in the social class system: weakening of class consciousness
resulting from the problems of immigration and colored people; growth of

the middle class and trends of class collaboration.

(4) Limitations on the labor movement: improvement of the laborer’s political

position; pragmatization of the labor movement.

3. Sociocultural Factors

(1) Leaders: ideological immaturity and imitation of the established lines of the
socialists in Europe and Russia; leaders’ struggles for hegemony of the
movement.

(2) Anti-left movement of the right: disturbance against the trade union
organization, strike-breaking, and supression of the socialists by the right.

(3) Factional struggles between the Socialist and Communist Party, and
between the left and the right within the Socialist and Communist Party.

(4) Weak foundation on public support for election campaigns, and the
Two—Party system's absorption of platforms from the socialistic party
planks.

(5) Disturbance against the concentration of the socialists by the 3rd party
