A STUDY OF MI-DANG’'S POETRY
IN THE EARLIER PERIOD
- In the view of topics, focus and distance -

This study looked into Mi-dang’'s poetry in the earlier period
from the point of view that a persona is a leader in semantic
and formal aspect, In addition, to bring the poetic characteris-
tics and his position in the history of Korean poetry to light,
it is studied in the aspect of topics, focus, distance chosen
by persona. The result runs as follows:

1. A persona is mostly the male sex in the earlier period,
When the movement of focus occurs heavily, an elemental persona
shows up. So, the appearance of him with civilized persona
enables Mi-dang to express his overall perception in the view
of the whole man,

2. On condition that there are ‘a first person pattern’, ‘a
second person pattern’, ‘a third person pattern’ and ‘a dramatic
pattern’ in the type of topics, the topics with characteristics
of a first person pattern are founded in his poetry. In the
third person pattern, Mi-dang adds subjective embtion to ‘poetic
setting’

This characteristics is affected by the type of Romantic
poetry in 1920's and his sense with pattern for a source of
life. But with the way to physicalize and embody something
conceptional, the expression of subjective feeling for ‘a first
persona’ is main topic and overcome sentimental feeling.

3. On condition that the type of focus is divided by ‘concep-
tional’, ‘physical’, ‘unconcious’ and ‘symbolic’, conceptional
type appears in the first combined pattern and symbolic and
physical type appears in the second combined pattern while
unconcious type appears in the third combined pattern. But
symbolic type is unable to be seen. In his poetry, plural focus,
the second and the third combined pattern, is mostly found. This
complex focus results from the feeling in the view of the whole
man and asks the movement of distance necessarilly,

4. The old criticism on poetry insist that the movement of
distance must not be expressed but the distance of his poem is
moved, Nevertheless he is able to succeed in overcoming the
disturbance of the movement of distance and expressing human
overall perception, The follow of his feeling, from ‘physical’
via ‘conceptional and unconcious’ to ‘conceptional or physical’,
enable him to succeed. As the result, we restudy the old view
that focus and distance must not be moved in same work.

5. His earlier poetry covered the old subjective Romanticism,
in addition covered Imagism, Dadaism and Surrealism with anti-
life pattern. Accordingly he is a poet that came to the treat of
the taboo that the preconceived idea prohfbit expressing a field
of sexual instinct as the poetic topics and reach recognition
and expression in the view of the whole man.

¥hen we synthésize the judgement of the above mentioned
proves, we can express his poetry as ‘Total Poetry' that has
feeling and recognition in the view of the whole man and
expression in the same work synchronicly in the whole aspect of
topics, focus, movement of distance and persona, Consequently,
we can appraise him of ‘Total Poet’ in the History of Korean

poetry,
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
