A Critical Study on Dependency Theory
as a Theory for Development

After World War II, most nations which are called “The Third World”
today, have carried out modernization in order to found the basis of nation-
building. As a result of that, the third world have achieved modernization in
many fields, in the other side, many serious social problems have been
disclosed. The problem of national development and underdevelopment is vital
to the underdeveloped societies. A major issue facing students of contemporary
internatioinal relations in the third world-especially Latin America is the
dilemma of increasing global interdependence along side increasing inequality
between and within states. In analyzing these problems of the third world, they
criticized the irrelevance of the conventional theories which had been formed
and developed in the Western historial settings. Dependency theory was
produced in the process of this criticism. It is a theory that claims to explain
underdevelopment of an “alledgedly developing” country. The phenomenon of
underdevelopment is, to begin with, unique as was defined by the dependentist
and not a stage among many stages that a‘developing’'nation reaches at while it
moves along toward a developed industrial nation. It is, therefore, not a model
or formula to prescribe economic growth or economic development, although
theorist’s interest for development of a particular area prevails ubiquitously in
their expositions. Dependency theory has quite different position, somewhat
contrary to the Western theories (Diffusion theories on modernization). The
dependency paradigm is a global perspective for thinking about many aspects of
development, distorted development, and underdevelopment in the context of
center-periphery relations over time and space. To borrow the Idea of

dependency theory, Imperialism is one way in which the center nation has
power over the periphery nation, so as to bring about a condition of disharmony
of interest between them. Dependency theory is correct in that it points out and
criticizes the unequal distribution of power and wealth in international relations
and detects reason for the underdevelopment in this unequal international
relations. But it is incorrect in that many dependency theorists believe that the
socialist revolution is the only way to the development of the underdeveloped.
As noted above, a main idea contained in dependency theories is socialist
revolution which favors in a sense political instability, conflict, and destruction
of the system. Dependency is a matter of degree rather than of kind. It was
inferred by this writer that we would be better aware of, by attempting to apply
the dependency theory to Korea, a set of developmental obstacles that Korea
faces, and she hopefully would make an effort to remove them before it is too
late like in Latin America. Korea surrounded by the hostile political
environment and by highly competitive industrial nations has almost no other
alternative than depending on the metropoli for security, capital, and transfer of
technology.

Real development means not only economic growth but advancement in
many fields such as freedom, welfare, and self-realization, that is, it should
experience the political Ethics progress. The problem is not so much the choice
between capitalism and socialism as the political ethics—the freedom and
responstbility —in the valuation of development press. The new concept of
development must be founded and articulated according to this principle.
Korean development theory should be built on this foundation.
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
