1. The purpose of this Study.

A punishment has been from ancient time to the present used as a means for the
disciplinary purpose on the very spot of educational practice. As a matter of fact, such
a puishment as used for a disciplinary means at school we are unable to refrain from
within a short span of time without the general reform of the current educational
system. In accordance, this study aims at presentation of the ways to minimize the ill
results likely to derive from the punishment, and to bring forth a productive

educational effect.

2. This Study Contents are:
a. to define the conception of the punishment and thus illustrate the punitive patterns
and methods,
b. to search for the history and trends of the punishment in Korea and many countries
in the world,
c. to argue the reason for the punishment and its justification,
d. to graisp educational problems with an analysis of positive or negative views on the
punishment,
e. and finally to make clear the fact that the punishment would produce the

educational significance and effect.

3. The Definition of punishment.

The punishment can be expressed in many ways but, according to the educational
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practitioner and theorist, it is defined as a means to lessen the frequency of negative
respones or to set right the undesirable behavior to the desirable one by means of
generally exerting an intentional pains on the individual who commit a negative

attitude

4. The diverse views upon the punishment.

a. Historically the punishment is not accepted as it would provoke ill effect, when
unduly inflicted, but this doesn’t mean that all punitive measures are completely
negated.

It is commonly used for the disciplinary means across the ages and countries in the
world.

b. The reason for the punishment, in other words, its justification can be placed upon
the merits to prevent or correct the student’s delinquency in psychological and
ethical perspective.

c. Seen from educational view, the punishment itself is a means, not purpose. It is
intended to give rise to the internal motivation, inducing the undesirable behavior
toward the desirable.

Therefore. the morality like student’s autonomy and responsibility cannot be

otherwise developed where-as it is effective with a certain proper punitive measure.

5. Conclusion.

Based on the study so far carried on, several ways to make the punitive measure
educationally effective, when used for the student’s discipline, are suggested as
following,

a. The punishment would be effective when a mutual trust is built up between the
teacher and the student.
b. it is most effective only when it is imposed in absolute need.
c. it is effective when one can see oneself why such punitive measure should be taken.
d. it should not be sentimentally inflicted.
e. it should be imposed only on that ill behavior.

f. it is important to keep it out to the end when it is inflicted.
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g. it should not be inflcted in the public.
h. it is desirable to prick rather than for long pains.

i. it should be different depending upon the individual character.
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
