I. Introduction

In hospital management, CEQ in the hospital has to grope for a plan for
management rationalization on the condition of inside problems and external
environment variation, etc, and the construction and development of the
hospital information system as an effective altemative will be necessary more.

If the information system begins to operate, the analysis about it should be
executed. The evaluation techniques about individual hardware or software have
gone far, but the whole evaluation techniques for the information system still
stays in the insignificant level, so the evaluation about the information system
doesn’t realize properly at the right time. The evaluation about the information
has a tremendous impact on investment level, direction of development and

results related to the information system about future information system.
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II. Objectives

The analysis of the hospital information system through the users’ degree of
satisfaction is always needed because we can find efficiency of the business,
better decision—-making, grasping the problems and the chance for improvement
by raising the users’ satisfaction about the system and usefulness of the
information offered after analysing the users’ degree of satisfaction about the

hospital information system and executing the users’ feedback.

II. Methodology

In survey method of this study, it is to use questionnaire method composed
of many items: personal career of using the hospital information system, the

Cronbach-ALPHA coefficient is used by using statistical package(SPSS) for
verifying the reliability of the questionnaire. And the frequency analysis,
reliability analysis, variance analysis and regression analysis are used for

analysing various analysis of the research model.
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V. Findings

First, in the measurement of the hospital information system users’
satisfaction according to the hospital information system users’ personal
differences, there were differences in the users’ degree of satisfaction according
to the use career of the hospital information system.

Second, it showed that there was positive correlation between the hospital
information system users’ degree of satisfaction and their business affairs.
Especially, among constituent elements, I could find that the degree of
satisfaction about correctness of the information had a tremendous impact on
the hospital information system users’ business result.

Third, it showed that there was positive correlation between the hospital
information system users’ degree of satisfaction and their business affairs.
Especially, I could find that education for computer users and publication
relations had a tremendous impact on the hospital information system users’
degree of satisfaction.

Fourth, 1 could find that there were differences in the hospital information
system users’ degree of satisfaction according to the organization between the
hospitals.

V. Conclusion

As a result of contents above, if the hospital information system users’
degree of satisfaction will increase more, it may affect the hospital information
system users’ business result positively like contribution to development of the
hospital, improving the efficiency of business, shortening process speed of
medical service, improving the quality and customers’ satisfaction. And it
deduced the research result that it affected the education and public relations
for the computer users, sufficient investment for the information system, CEQ’s
support and the computer department’s support in the hospital information

system users’ degree of satisfaction.
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
