The purpose of this thesis is to consider the various problems of Adverbial Particles
and to present the ways of teaching phrasal verbs in middle and dhigh school English
classes in Korea.

Many modern grammarians have long paid attention to special verbal structures. Ti-e
essential characteristic of compound verbs is, of course, that they consist of two elements,
a verb and a particle. Phrasal verbs have the further characteristic that the particle may
take one of two positions, both before and after the object noun phrase. We must first
define the phrasal verb more accurately and then see what the greater syntactic flex-
ibility implies.

In Chapter II, We have already seen that with compound verbs the difference be-
tween prespositions and adverbs (and so between prepositional and phrasal verbs) can
be formally established by the fact that the preposition will always precede the noun
phrase whereas the adverb may follow it.

This test does not, however, distinguish the phrasal verb from the sequence of verb
plus adverb. It is usually suggested that the occurrence of the particle before the noun

phrase is sufficient for this distinction since ‘ordinary’ adverbs do not occur in that

Once particles are distinguished on their specific functions, the phrasal verbs are then
sub-classified into adverbial Phr-V and prepositional Phr-V. The former are again sub-
sub-classified into intransitive and transitive Phr-V's, and the latter are also sub-sub-
classified according to the criterion of idiomaticity, into the separable and inseparable
ones.

In Chapter 111, Severa important forms of phrasal verbs are presented with particular
elements which each form has. Therefore, the writer thinks that all the students should

able to use them automatically.
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
