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Summary

A Study on Strategies for the Development of Songsan

as A Tourist Region

The report focuses on the Songsan region of Cheju Island, the Republic
of Korea. This area is like many others on Cheju in that there is a feeling
of change- that the future holds new opportunities and challenges with
respect to growth and development,

Cheju’s traditional lifestyles inherited from generation to generation
and landscapes unique to the island are socially as well as physically
changing more and more. Traditional agrarian values are giving way to
rapidly changing modernization and established political/administrative
structures are evolving. For the first time in thirty years local and
provincial elections are resumed. Also, the Special Law for Development on
Cheju designed for efficiently prompting the development of the island- is

being enacted under which a new "Cheju Provincial Comprehensive Development
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Plan” is reviewed and mapped out.

These changes, fueled by the quest for economic expansion and
increasingly aided by democratic principles, require innovative approaches
to public policy issues. Now, as never before, fresh perspectives are
clearly needed to ensure the prosperity and integrity of Cheju’s culture
and its environment, One of the key issues facing Cheju today is the
development of the Visitor Industry.

This report addresses strategies for the tourism development of the
Songsan region as a tourist destination. This small area of Cheju has been
designated as a planned resort area at some future date.

Located at the base of one of the most popular tourist attractions in
Korea( Songsanilchul-bong or Sunrise Peak ). The Songsan region still
embodies a village-like quality. This unique quality may be lost due to the
overflow of tourism developments. The Songsan region’s development as a
tourist destination could set the standard for the entire island. In this
sense, tourist development in the Songsan region could serve as a model of
culturally and environmentally sensible tourism or it may become yet
another example of the “characterless landscape” proliferating throughout
the world,

The purpose of this report is to present tourism development options as
a strategy for tourism development in the Songsan region. In order to do
this, Firstly, the overall background of how and for what the Songsan
region has been designated by the central government is detailed.

Secondly, Songsan’s unique cultural and environmental resources,
economic/social impacts on tourism, and citizen participation mechanisms in
the planning for tourism development in the Songsan region are reviewed
while basic information and perspectives on tourism planning are presented.

After laying this foundation, alternatives to traditional tourism

developments are proposed.
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Finally, specific strategies for tourism development in the Songsan
region are offered. Throughout this analysis, results of a survey conducted
in the Songsan region in June, 1992 in preparation for this thesis are
cited. The full survey and analysis of the results are contained in
Appendix 1.

The strategies offered here are reflected mostly in the aspects of
economic, social, environmental and citizen participation mechanisms
including revenues for participation in the tourism development planning.

In conclusion, the author argues that tourism development in the
Songsan region should be designed as a means of improving the residents’
quality of life and economic opportunities without loss of traditional
values and culture or degradation of the natural evironment through
guarantees of residents’ meaningful participation in the planning: it
should be promoted on a village-based tourism plan while curbing the
detrimental effects of large scale tourism: and, a much broader range of
issues facing the region should be considered in deciding a tourism
development plan for the Songsan region in terms of economic, social and
environmental impacts in order that the region can remain a sustainable

development for both the present and future of Cheju.
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
