Based on Curriculum Differentiation

Teaching English through ability grouping between classes has been doing for
the curriculum differentiation which starts in the year 2000s in Korea. But the
biggest problem is how to develop the teaching materials suitable for each level
on the curriculum differentiation. There has been studying a lot to solve this
problem, but it’s not been appropriate enough for each level on the curriculum
differentiation. Therefore, the purpose of this thesis is to develop and present the
classroom activities for the 7th national English curriculum, that is the curriculum
differentiation, on the basis of different levels and different language functions,
and give a help to using them as the effective teaching materials in the English
classrooms.

I've taught the ability—grouped students between classes for two years, finding

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that the differentiated teaching materials for classroom activities are the most
necessary. For this, as it shown in the aim of the 7th national English
curriculum, that is a curriculum differentiation, the materials should be able to
improve all the four skills of language and be constructed with integration of the
four skills. For instance, the activities for improving speaking ability need to
involve something valuable to improve other skills: listening, reading, or writing.
And there need to be the integrated syllabus which means that the topics or
communicative functions of each skill are related each other. Nevertheless, there
are some materials without the consideration of the integrated syllabus, and they
are not relevant to each activity of each skill. This makes the school teachers
have difficulty in using them, because they have to categorize the materials on the
communicative functions of activities. Thus, the materials need to be constructed
on the same line according to the communicative function of activities.
Furthermore, many materials that have been developed and used in the classes are
based on a textbook published by a publishing Co., they cannot be regarded as
comprehensive ones. In this thesis, I tried to develop the activities focused on
communicative functions on the basis of differentiated achievement standards on
the curriculum differentiation, not focused on a certain textbook. And I tried to
generalize the materials that help the teachers select and use whatever materials
they want at any time. What's more, all the materials for classroom activities that

I developed are useful for group works, because one of the characteristics of
curriculum differentiation is to do learner-centered, and task-based activities.

However, developing textbooks that are appropriate to the curriculum
differentiation is a first priority. In this respect, I believe that all the materials for
classroom activities in this thesis play a big role in developing appropriate
textbooks for the curriculum differentiation, because they are presented on the
basis of differentiated achievement standards in the curriculum differentiation and
communicative functions. Therefore, what I think we have to do now is to develop
the appropriate and systematic textbooks for the curriculum differentiation as soon

as possible, and to develop the comprehensive differentiated teaching materials for

the curriculum differentiation.
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
