The purpose of this thesis is to introduce the English speaking test applicable to the
7th curriculum that will be applied to secondary schools in Korea starting in the 21st
century. This thesis suggests how teachers can evaluate the speaking ability of different
learner in an effective way that meets the criteria of assesment.

In general there are two ways of testing language speaking. One is the discrete-point
testing method which refers to the testing of one element at a time, item by item. The
other is the integrative testing method which requires the learner to combine many
language elements in the completion of a task.

In the 7th curriculum, English from the elementary school to high school is divided into
12 levels. 7A/7B refers to the first year of middle school. 8A/8B refers to the second year
of middle school. 10A/10B refers to the first year of high school. Each level has different
testing items. In the lower levels, speaking tests focus on the discrete-point testing. In the
higher levels. testing focuses on the integrative testing. Also each level has different criteria

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of assesment. The criteria of assesment for TA/TB is as follows: natural of pronunciation.
accuracy of grammar. adequacy of vocabulary. comprehension. and participation of
responses. 8A/8B Is the same as 7A/7B but instead of participation of responses. it assess
the appropriateness of the responses. 9A/9B and 10A/10B are quite different from the
above. They are as follows: accuracy of pronunciation. grammar and vocabulary.
comprehension. fluency of communication, suitability of responses. and appropriate of
gestures. The higher level, 10A/10B. also includes the flexibility of communication.
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
