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A Study of Newspaper’s Influence on Tourism

Summary

Today, information is a major part of our daily lives and that is why we
are said to be an “Information Society”. There are many kinds of mass media
which inform us of a variety of information. Newspapers are one major
aspect of mass media. Particularly, local papers tell in great detail local
information.

In Cheju, the tourism industry has developed very much. This creates
much material for local papers to inform local people about the tourism
industry and the data given by local papers may change readers’ minds.

The purpose of this study is to report the influence of newspaper on
tourism awareness of local people.

To accomplish this purpose, 400 Cheju people were given questionnaires of
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which 360 were returned of which 351 were used for empirical analysis.

This study consists of 5 chapters:

(1) Introduction

(2) Theoretical Backgrounds : Mass Media

(3) Theoretical Backgrounds : Tourism

(4) Empirical Research

(5) Conclusions.

Based on the theoretical backgrounds, major hypotheses were established

as follows;

Frequency, the T-test, Paired T-test and Oneway ANOVA by a statistical

package, SPSS/PC+(Ver 3.1), were used to analyze each variable.

As the result of the data analysis above the major hypotheses were

proven as as follows;

1. According to the first hypothesis test, the degree of tourism influence on

positive socio-cultural factors is different statistically according to the degree of
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contact with newspapers. That is, people who read more are more influenced
than those people who read less and those who read more are more influenced
positively in connection with factors such as leisure, self-praise and
understanding of other culture.

2. According to the second hypothesis test, the degree of tourism influence in
positive economic and socio—cultural factors differs statistically according to the
degree of newspapers acceptance. That is, people who trust newspapers are more
influenced positively in connection with factors such as employment, regional
development, income, leisure, self-praise and understanding of other culture than
people who have less trust.

3. According to the third hypothesis test, the degree of tourism influence in
positive and negative socio—cultural factors and negative environmental factors
are different statistically according to the degree of the reader’s interest in
newspapers. That is, people who are interested In newspapers are more
influenced positively in connection with factors such as leisure, self-praise,
understanding of other cultures, materialism, decadence, mental conflict between
local people, environmental pollution, traffic congestion, ecological disruption by
noise more than people who are not so interested.

4. According to the fourth hypothesis test, the future degree of newspaper
assessment is higher than the actual degree of newspaper assessment. That is,

articles related to tourism industry should be stressed.

Limitations to this study are as follows:

(1) Samples of data were collected only in the Cheju area, so the results
of this study may have the limits of application for other area.

(2) This study focused on newspapers only. So further studies should
include not only newspapers but also such as television, cable

television, etc.
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(3) It should find out which one of tourism influence factors will be more

positive for local people according to the kind of mess media.
