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A Study on Women's Behavior for Television

- Focusing on Cheju -

Summary

Television provides a great amount of information daily. Unlike other
forms of mass media, it provides information with pictures and sound in the
most rapid way.

Programs broadcast by TV include news programs, drama, comedy, shows
or musicals, movies, educational programs, sports, documentaries and talk or
discussion program. These programs are viewed depending upon the viewer’s
taste, age, school background, number of televisions, etc.

This study is focused on reporting Cheju women's behavior and
considering some suggestions for Cheju women in watching TV and for the
broadcasting companies.

To accomplish this purpose, 400 Cheju women were given questionnaires

of which 365 were returned of which 295 were used for empirical analysis.
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This study consists of 6 chapters:
(1) Introduction;

(2) Theoretical Backgrounds @ What are Women in Television?;

(3) Theoretical Backgrounds @ IHow to estimate Television, onc of

today’'s mass media,;
(4) Methodology of Empirical Research
(5) Empirical Research

(6) Conclusions.

Based on theoretical assumptions, major hypotheses were established as
follows;

<Hypothesis 1> Women’'s behavior toward television will differ according to
their desire to view TV.
<1-1> The degree of interest in television will differ according to their
desire to view TV.
<1-2> The volume of TV watching will differ according to their desire to
view TV,
<1-3> Appreciation indices for the type of television programs will differ

according to their desire to view TV,

<Hypothesis 2> Women's behavior toward television will differ according to
demographic and socioeconomic variables.
<2-1> The degree of interest in television will differ according to
demographic and socioeconomic variables;
<2-2> The volume of TV watching will differ according to demographic
and socioeconomic variables;
<2-3> Appreciation indices for the type of television programs will differ

according to demographic and socioeconomic varniables,

Frequency, the T-test, and Oneway ANOVA by a statistical package,
SPSS/PC+(Ver 3.1), were used to analyze each variable.
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As the result of the data analysis above the major hypotheses were

proven as follows;

1. Women who have greater intention to watch TV have higher degrees of
interest in programs such as news programs(p<0.03), dramas(p<0.05),
movies(p<0.01), educational(p<0.05) and documentary programs(p<0.01). They
spend more hours watching dramas(p<0.01) and assess educational(p<0.05) and
documentaries(p<0.01) more favorably than those who have less intention to
watch TV do.

2. The greater the age, the higher is the degree of interest in such as news
program(p<0.01), the more hours of watching TV programs such as news
program(p<0.05) and talk and discussion program(p<0.05) and the more favorable
is the assessment of programs such as news(p<0.01) and talk and discussion
program(p<0.01). The lower the age, the higher is the degrec of interest in
programs such as dramas(p<0.05) and comedies (p<0.01) and the less the hours
of viewing TV programs such as dramas(p<0.05), comedies(p<0.01) and show
and musical programs(p<0.05).

3. The lower the educational baékground, the more the hours of watching talk
and discussion programs(p<0.05) and the more favorable is the assessment of
such programs as dramas(p<0.01), comedies(p<0.01) and show and musical
programs{p<0.01).

4. The lower the standard of living, the more favorable is the assessment of

drama programs(p<0.05).

5. Women students have higher degrees of interest in comedies(p<0.05) and
spend more hours watching dramas(p<0.05), comedies(p<0.01), show and music
programs(p<0.05) and sports programs(p<0.05) than housewives and women who
have jobs do. While housewives and women who have jobs have a higher
degree of interest in talk and discussion programs(p<0.01) and spend more hour:
watching talk and discussion programs(p<0.01) and are more favorable in their

assessments of talk and discussion programs(p<0.01) than women students.
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6. Women who have more than 2 tclevisions watch sports program(p<0.05)
more and assess news programs(p<0.05), dramas(p<0.05), comedics(p<0.01) and
show and music program(p<0.05) more favorably than those who have onc

television do.

7. Women who live in the counties have more interest in sports (p<0.05) and
have a more favorable assessment of TV programs such as comedies(p<0.01)

and show and music program(p<0.01) than those who live in the cities do.

8. Single women spend more hours viewing comedics(p<0.05) than married
women and married women have more interest in news programs(p<0.05) and
talk and discussion programs(p<0.01); spend more hours viewing talk and
discussion programs(p<0.01) and assess talk and discussion programs(p<0.01)

more favorably than single women.

Limitations to this study are as follows:

(1) Samples of data were distributed to Cheju women, so the results of
this study may have limited application for other area.

(2) Demographic and socioeconomic variables were formed on too simple
groups.

(3) Some variables such as appreciation indices of TV programs were

assessed by one standard which is called “interest”.
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
