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In word-by-word reading, every word as good as every
other word, just as it is dictionary, -or a. vocabulary list,
with no differentiation of intonation and function. This is
not true reading. Whatever attention to word analysis and
spelling may be needed in reading instruction, isolated
words should always be brought back into the larger
patterns and structures that function linguistically and carry

meaning: this is true reading.3

This study attempts to devise a teaching-learning method for
improving English reading skills through short stories. It 1s generally
agreed that the purpose of English education in high school is to improve
communicative competence in English by developing the four skills of
English as a language such as listening, speaking, reading and writing.
Considering the realistic environment, however, reading comprehension is
the most important factor in the English education of high school.
Especially, the way of reading fast without the process of translation
from English to Korean is necessary in improving reading comprehension.
English short story is one of the best reading materials for high school
students in that it has classical values for most readers and its length is
usually appropriate for the limited class hours in school. The reading text
of this study was Ernest Hemingway's "Indian Camp.”

One hundred and five students of one high school in Cheju City were

selected for the study and divided into two groups: an experimental group
and a comparative group. In the experimental group "“Indian Camp” was
taught according to the teaching and learning method devised for this
study. The method was devised with emphasis on 7 basic literary
elements, pre-reading activity, and post-reading activity. In the
comparative group "Indian Camp” was taught through the usual way of
reading focused on translation. The experiment was carried for about one
month from March 20 to April 20, 1999.

In order to measure students’ response and the effectiveness of the
newly devised teaching and learning method, three instruments were used:
a pre-experiment questionnaire, a post-experiment questionnaire and a
post-experiment evaluation test. The major findings are as follows:

1) Most students were motivated to read more English literary works,
especially short stories, after the experiment: 71.7% of the experimental
group students and 63.5% of the comparative group students.

2) The experimental group students earned higher scores in the
post—experiment evaluation test than the comparative group students: the
average score of 73.7 points for the former and the average score of 65.8
points for the latter.

3) The experimental group students responded that both pre-reading
activity and post-reading activity were very effective in reading the text
fast without the process of translation: 69.8 % of the responders for
pre-reading activity and 73.6% for post-reading activity.

4) 77.4% of the experimental group students responded that the way of
reading on the basis of 7 literary elements was very helpful in
understanding the text and in improving their reading speed.

5) The experimental group students earned much higher scores than
the comparative group students in the test questions requiring the
analytical and creative thought of the students: 14.3 points higher in the

total average score.
