Some students are very able, others are quite “slow.”

a) Make use of the abilities of your students. For example, have the more
able students go to the blackboard for dictations and aural
comprehensions. Have them recite first after you give the model so that
other students will be exposed to reasonably correct answers. If you also
provide activities in which the less able students can achieve success
(doing the simpler pattern practice exercises at the board; coming to the
front of the room, indicating pictures or objects, and calling on a
classmate; helping to grade papers based on a model), there will be no
question of lowered morale on their part.

b) Ask the more able students to help the less able students in such
activities as preparing assignments or writing compositions.

c) Seat able students next to “weaker” ones so that the latter will be sure
to hear more reasonably accurate pronunciation.

d) Gear your lessons to the “average” students. Move forward to another
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unit of work as soon as the majority of students have grasped the con-
tent of the one you are teaching. Do not slow down for the less able
students but make provision for giving them help at their stage of lan-
guage learning in order that they may catch up to their classmates.

Since language learning is cumulative and since the reintroduction of
learned material is a basic principle of current teaching practice, the
less able students will have many opportunities to learn—with ever-
increasing throughness—some language item they may not have grasped
fully the first time.

Differentiate your assignments. The “slower” students should write out

many pattern practice exercises; the more able students can answer
questions, formulate questions to be asked of their classmatés, write
summaries, or prepare dialogues.

f) Don't expect all students to reach the same level of comprehension and
of oral production in the same length of time.

The command of a language is not a matter of knowledge : the speakers

are quite unable to describe the habits which make up their language. The

command of a language is a matter of practice. One might memorize the
notes and chords which make up a certain piece of music, but one would
then still be utterly unable to play the piece until one had practiced it
over and over again for many hours. The same thing is true of a language.
It is helpful to know how it works, but this knowledge is of no avail until
one has practiced the forms over and over again until one can rattle them
off without effort. To understand the forms is only the first step. Copy the
forms, read them out loud, get them by heart, and then practice them over
and over again day after day, until they become entirely natural and

familiar. Language learning is overlearning: anything less is of no use!?

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Abstract

The Present Condition of English Education

and An Avenue for Its Improvement

—with special reference to Cheju —

The ultimate aim of recent foreign language teaching is communication.
Much time and effort has been put into teaching English to students, with-
out noticeable results. What is more serious is that many students in middle
and high school can hardly speak even simple English when they meet
native speakers of English.

The purpose of this study is to analyze the present condition of English
education and provide an avenue for its improvement in Cheju-do. This
study is mainly concerned with finding problems in English education of
Cheju-do and answering them.

To achieve the above goal, first of all, this thesis examines some current
notions of communicative competence and the recent tendency in English

education. Second, some problems are posed, which should be solved in
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teaching- learning English by analyzing the present conditions in secondary
schools of Cheju-do. Third, some concrete solutions to the problems of
English education are provided to help the students in developing
communicative competence. For this, 1,200 students, attending 4 middle
schools and 4 high schools in Cheju-do were asked some questions about
English‘ teaching-learning activeities through questionnaires.

The concrete problems drawn from such an analysis are summarized as

follows :

1) In the first steps of learning English, most of the English- learners tend
to have an interest and curiocsity in English. It is, however, strange
that as time passes, they are gradually apt to neglect or give up
learning English itself.

So, to solve this problem, teachers should be aware of the psychology
of the students, particulary educational psychology.

2) Teachers stick to traditional grammar- translation as their method. The
grammar- translation method has been popular in English education,
but recently development of listening and speaking ability has been
greatly emphasized in teaching English.

So, teachers should try to develop some types of testing for improving
listening and speaking skills, The entrance examination system also
should be improved, by giving students oral tests.

3) Textbooks are very difficult for the students to learn. So, they should
be written after serious consideration of the students abilities and
interests. It is also important that teachers should rewrite current

textbooks in order to improve students’ communicative competence.
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Especially, we need to publish teaching aids which can introduce the
unique culture of Cheju, an international tourist resort. If these
materials are used in English class, students’ communicative com-
petence will be greatly improved.

4) Even though there exist limitations, such as the teacher’'s poor command
of spoken English, teachers should put great stress on language use
rather than language usage. They should try to get acquainted with
English teaching theory, to familiarize themselves with command of
living English through an opportunity such as a teacher in-service
training program. The authorities concerned must give teachers many
chances for overseas service training. It is desirable to establish, what
we will tentatively call, a “Center for Foreign-Language Teacher

Education” in Cheju-do.
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SANBANGGULSA

This temple near Sagye-ri, Anddk-mydn on the southwest coast,
has been built in a natural grotto half way up a steep mountain. It
is about 26km, west of Ségw;p'o City.
