The Application of the Cloze Test
to Testing Overall English Proficiency

The direction of English Teaching in Korea moved to
communicatively-based teaching from the grammar-centered teaching.
However, In language testings, which is an analytic method to test

linguistic competence, is widely known.

The purpose of this thesis is to show much usefulness of the Cloze
Test as a language testing instrument in measuring global linguistic
proficiency. To this end, Chapter 2 deals with theoretical background of
language testing and usable extent of Cloze Test. Chapter 3 discusses

some usefulness of the cloze test through correlation relation with other
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testing instrument (multiple choice item, translation) and student’s

grades. besides, investigates student’s reading ability.

The following conclusions are drawn from the experimental study of
the cloze test.

1) The Cloze Test is more useful than discrete test such as multiple
choice item type.

2) The Cloze Test is more useful than integrative test like
translation.

3) The Cloze Test has a close correlation with students’ grades.

4) The Cloze Test can be a diagnosis of the student’s reading
ability.

To conclude, the Cloze Test can be used to improve the linguistic

competence and to measure global linguistic proficiency.
