A Method for Improving Listening Abilities

The major topics of teaching English as a foreign language has been
greatly moved from highly - structured, struture - centered and teacher -
oriented teaching to communicatively - based, topic - centered and learner
- directed teaching. Thus, one of the most important issues in language
teaching is how to develop communicative competence of the learners.
Listening ability is, therefore, required to develop an efficient
communication between speakers and hearers.

Furthermore many researches have recently recognized the improvement
of the listening ability. In particular, listening test was involved in

the entrance examination of English to enter university from 1994 in

This thesis attempts to verify the importance of hearing among four
skills of learning a foreign language. In doing so, this study analyzes
the listening test taken by high school students in Cheju-do, and the
theoretical backgrounds of hearing, and some classroom techniques for
improving listening ability.

The results of the listening test shows that students would like to
hear the whole sentences and understand them, So, it is, first, important
to teach one of the suprasegmental factors, sentence stress. Second,
students must be trained to know liason in a sentence instead of hearing
the individual distinctive sounds, Third, phonological changes like
assimilation, dissimilation, elison, and deletion must be taught in a
class.

The results of the listening test also tells that the rates of right
answer are different according to the degree of familarity to the
atmospheres of the given hearing contents, So, studnts must be given more
opportunities to hear not only a textbook but also other materials
reflecting different real life situations. In addition, It is recommended
that picture description, picture dictation, describe and note should be
effectively used in a class. Word practicing activity like Word Bingo must
be also involved in the course of hearing activities. The activity of

transferring of information should be provided for the advanced learners.
