A Study on the effective use of visual & audible materials
to enhance English listening comprehension

Recently, English is regarded as an important tool for the survival of an
individual and a nation And very big efforts are poured into the teachung and
leamning of English. But we've not got as much result as we have expected
because we have not focused on enhancing listening comprehension when we
teach English in the classroom. Many teachers don’t recognize the importance
not only of listening comprehension but also of native speakers’'s voices. And
they spend most of time on teaching speaking or on doing speaking activities in
the classes. Teachers tend to think that the guidance of speaking is a more
active and better way than the guidance of listening in foreign language
education,

The more students listen to native speakers, the more the students’ listening
skill will be enhanced. However we can not afford to have native speakers
because of many reasons. In this circumstance, watching/listening to the
visual/audible materials with native speakers’ voices is a considerable way to
enhance listening comprehension Even though this is a very good way, it is not

easy to make students watch/listen to the visual/audible materials, for a

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classroom is usually composed of too many students to make them concentrate
on the materials. Moreover elementary school children are too vigorous to stay
still even for a while they are watching/listening to the wvisual/audible materials
which do not attract their interests.

Based on these reasons, I could conclude that the ways to make students
have interest in watching/listening to the wisual/audible materials must be found
out.

In this thesis, 1 carried out the following experiments to find out the effective
use of visual & audible materials for English listening comprehension:

1 T had students watch/listen to the videoes/audioes unconditionally and I
observed their behaviors.

2 I had students watch/listen to the same videoes/audioes with conditions to
give attention to special words or sentences, and then [ observed and analysed
their behaviors

Conclusions from these experiments are as follows:

1. If teachers want to make their students watch/listen to the visual/audible
materials carefully, they should give students conditions that stimulate their
curiosities and desires to accomphsh their purposes. Teachers can have students
concentrate their attentions to listening voices of native speakers for a
comparatively long time

2, The guidance of listening 1s more effective when the conditions are planed
to stimulate students’ curiosities and desires to accomplish their purposes in
certain intervals,

3. As long as the conditions are adequate for students, every kind of
visual/audible materials can be useful to every grade students.

4. To keep students’ curiosities and desires to accomplish their purposes in
high level, conditions should be given to them according to their capacity of
understanding. When activities are finished, teachers should check the result and

praise their reponses.
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
