The purpose of this thesis is to study the temporal meaning that the English
tense comprises, so that the learners of tense may learn it more easily, let
alone form a right judgement on it

Therefore in this study, temporal meaning is more emphasized on than
other meanings of the tenses, viz, aspectual and modal meaning As a
result, the following conclusions are made :

Tense and time do not accord well together, The most important meaning
feature in the English tense is temporal meaning one, and aspectual and
modal ones are additional,

Though the simple present tense is associated with present time, it has

various eategories of meaning, for it is unmarked tense. Therefore its tem-

poral meaning elements include the possibility of indicating other time than
present time, According to circumstances the present tense can refer to past
and future time,

In that ease where it refers to present time, it represents a single action
begun and completed approximately at the moment of speech, and present
state and habit while are, in a strict sense, thought of as expanding to past
and future time, The cases where the present tense refers to past time are
so-called ,historic present'describing the past as if it is happening now and
fictional narrative, The simple present tense is also used for references to
what was communicated in the past. It indicates that what was
communicated in the past continues to be true or effective, Furthermore it
refers to future time, In that case it represents FUTURE AS FACT; that is,
it attributes to the future the same degree of certainty that we normally ac-
cord to presnet or past events,

Like this, the present tense has the complicated meaning elements. So we
should consider carefully the situation in which each usage of the tense to
be used,

As most commonly used, the past tense combines two features of
meaning :

a) The event or state must have taken place in the past, with a gap be-
tween its completion and present moment, b) The speker or writer must
have in mind a definite time at which the event or state took place,

The past tense also includes the complicated meaning elements : the event,

temporay state or habit of the past corresponding to those of the present



tense, past experience, and so-called ‘eternal truths' including past, present
and future time (that is, gnomic preterite), In teaching the past tense, the
teacher should lead the students not to mistake the gnomic preterite and the
attitudinal past tense for past time,

Present perfect, as a means of referring to the past, differs from the
simple past on three counts, viz, continuation up to the present, present
result, and indefinite past, As it were, the present perfect is past time with
current relavance, So we recognize that it, without fail, comprises present
time,

The past perfect and the future perfect correspond to temporal meaning
elements of the present perfect, with time of orientation moved to past, and
future respectively.,

As its name suggests, the progressive tense indicates a happening in
progress at a given time, It is different from the simple present tense in that
the latter represents perfectivity, but the former represents imperfectivity,
The progressive tense may also be used to refer tentatively to a present wish
or attitude,

In conclusion, in order to understand English tense, we should keep in
mind that tense and time differ, and always try to study the correlation be-
tween them, In shcool, English teachers should make efforts to have the
students consider carefully the difference between tense and time, and the
situation in which each usage of the tense to be used, compared with that

of the tense of the korean language .
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
