The purpose of this thesis is to examine the categories of
the communicative functions and expressions of English
presented in the latest revised English curriculum, the 6th
one, and to solve some problems within the functional
categories.

This study argues that some expressions of the English
curriculum are quite limitted and grammar-based, and that

they should cover many other natural expressions of English

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used in real-life situations.

In order to reinforce the communicative functions and
expressions, and to improve the communicative competence
of English learners, this paper divides the expressions in the
English curriculum into formal and informal ones. To be
able to choose one of the formal and informal sentences is
to use English as effectively as possible in a given
appropriate situation.

In general, the choice of using formal and informal
expressions depends on the following 4 categories; setting,
topic, social relationship and psychological attitude. For
example, when we talk about the football match with some
friends at a pub, we are relaxed or light-hearted, and so we
use a very informal sentence.

But linguistically on the following 7 categories; vocabulary,
grammatical forms, sentence structure, contractions, ellipsis,
idioms, colloquialisms and pronunciation. For instance,
contracted or ellipsis forms are more common in informal
language, while a more complex sentence structure is used

more in formal situations.
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
