The purpose of this study is to analyze the relationships between personality types
and achievements of English language learners in K middle school. The hypotheses
tested in this study are as follows :

Hypothesis I : There will be significant differences in achievements of the four
language skills according to English language learners’ personality types; English
language learners’ personality types are classified according to the MBTI's four
bipolar scales, Extraversion-Introversion, Sensing-Intuition, Feeling—Thinking, and
Judging-Perceiving.

Hypothesis II : There will be significant correlations between the English language
learners’ personality types and their achievements of four language skills.

The subjects of this study are 121 first-grade students in K middle school
consisting of 62 males and 59 females.

The instruments used here are a MBTI Form G measuring personality types and

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an English academic achievement test. The data collected were subjected to
frequency analysis, average analysis, chi-square test, and t-test. All the analyses
were done by SPSS/win version 17.0 program.

The results obtained are as follows :

First, In the English language learners’ distribution, there is a general evenness
between Extraversion(51.2%) and Introversion (48.8%), but a marked preference for
Sensing(65.3%) as opposed to Intuition(34.7%); for Thinking(62%) as opposed to
Feeling(38%) and Perceiving(69.4%) as opposed to Judging (60%).

Second, there are statistically significant differences in achievements between
Extraversion and Introversion, Sensing and Intuition. Extraversion-type learners show
higher achievements than Introversion-type learners on four English skills.
Intuition-type learners show higher achievements than Sensing-type learners on four
English skills.

The following conclusions are drawn based on the results :

First, English language learners tend to be Extraversion, Sensing, Thinking and
Perceiving.

Second, higher achievements in English language leamning are directly related to
Extraversion—type and Intuition-type. Therefore Extraversion and Intuition personality
types are important factors influencing achievements in English language learning.

The conclusions suggest that Extraversion and Intuition personality types have
better achievements in English language learning and that the relationship between
personality and achievements must be explored by using a larger subject population
