There are many word-formation methods in English. Compounding is one
of the most useful and productive methods. This thesis aims at establishing
a new viewpoint of noun compounds by examining morphological,
phonological, semantic properties of them found in secondary school
textbooks. In addition, this study takes a look at the meaning of noun
compounds shown in textbooks according to Adams(1973)’s classification of

noun compounds. The results of the study are as follows:

First, according to Selkirk(1982), the lexical categories by which noun

compounds are formed are four, that is, noun, adjective, verb, and

preposition, and the combination patterns of noun compounds are
noun-noun, adjective-noun, verb-noun, and preposition-noun. This thesis
found it easier to get noun-noun form of compounds than other forms of

them in the textbooks. Verb-preposition form is exceptionally found.

Second, noun compounds are divided into three groups : endocentric
compounds, exocentric compounds, and copulative compounds. As a result
of the analysis, it is shown that endocentric compounds are overwhelmingly

more than other ones in the textbooks.

Third, noun compounds do not always have one major stress on the
leftside element. Both constituents of noun compounds can have each major
stress. The stress of noun compounds is related to unifying force of
compounds’ constituents, and it can be changed in the phrase like afternoon
tea. Therefore stress can not be the absolute criteria for discriminating

compounds and phrases.

Finally, as a result of analysis of noun compounds’ meaning in terms
of Adams(1973)’s classification of noun compounds admitting Lees(1960)'s
classification of them, it turns out that over 20% of noun compounds in the
textbooks are classified as ‘the rest’. In conclusion, pragmatic factors are

necessary to interpret the meaning of noun compounds.
