The purpose of this thesis is to discuss what is a desirable and effective way
to teach the pronunciation of English in the classroom in order to improve
communicative competence of English learners,

To do so, this thesis first deals with the meanings of communicative
competence and two types of communication activities, such as a pre-
communicative activity and a communicative activity, in connection with
teaching the pronunciation of English, The pre-communicative activity, which
makes the students know the linguistic forms, consists of teaching the in-
dividual segments of English and teaching them in isolated words, phrases and
sentences through minimal pair drills, The communicative activity, which has

the students understand the functional and social meanings of language,

where the focus is on the meaning the suprasegmental sounds carry rather

In pre-communicative activities, the teacher must drill the pronunciation of
English segmental phonemes, making the students know the points and
manners of articulation, through the technique of minimal pairs of words,
phrases and sentences.

In communicative activities, the teacher should drill the pronunciation of
English suprasegmental phonemes in a communicative situatiori, having the
students practice English stress, juncture, pitch and intonation, which can
have a great influence on conveying the meanings of sentences effectively,

In the English classroom, several types of games about pronunciation and
frequent singing of simple songs are desirable to establish good pronunciation

habits, thereby improving communicative competence of the students.
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
