The purpose of this study is to test the effect of classroom English use
in fourth grade elementary English classes. I assumc that if teachers will
use classroom English in class continuously, the students will show much
improvement and come to have more interest in English learning. When
most of the teachers provide students with a lot of classroom English
input, the students will have higher interest in English. Elementary school
students have a variety of interest and need in learning. They want to
choose the activities and materials by themselves.

It is needed to integrate syllabuses which mean that the topics or
communicative functions of each gskill are rela'ted to onc another. This
study took math, social subject(studies) and music as an integrated

subject. This study compared the results of the test taken at the beginning

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of the semester with those of the test taken at the end of the semester.

As time went on, the students improved more than the beginning of the
semester In listening and speaking ability. They also became more
interested in English. When I taught English, the application of classroom
English to other subjects was much more effective for improving
communicative competence.

The result of this study can be summarized as follows:

First, I found out that the application of classroom English to other
subjects was the best way for students to have the opportunity to speak
and listen to English.

Second, they have built a positive and confident attitude through the
application of classroom English to other subjects. This attitude is
important for English learning,.

I am sure that the application of classroom English to other subjects will

have affirmative effects on the improvement of communicative competence.
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
